Public Facility 

M ost of you know that we have been operating

This has limited us to offering outreach programs only 
and forestalled our expansion. Those of you who have 
spent any time with me know that my dream, and the 
organization's vision, is to operate a facility which is 
open to the public. This location would include a 
nature center where we could offer on-site 
programming and where all of our education animals 
could be on display. We would be able to involve more 
volunteers, including high school and college students, 
and conduct classes on-site, teaching people of all ages 
the wonders of nature and wildlife by conducting out-
door programs and showing nature to them firsthand!  

We may have found our nature center! We have been 
meeting since last spring with the Liberty Township 
trustees and the governing board of the Miles ς 
Longwell Memorial Estate located just east of 
Johnstown. This property, which consists of 130 acres, 
was left for the good of the people of the Johnstown 
area to be used for religious, recreational and

Storms Damage Enclosures 

O n January 8th, a storm blew through our area, 
resulting in significant damage to some of our 

enclosures. On the morning of January 9th, we found 
the double opossum enclosure in a neighboring yard. 
While we were able to salvage some of the roofing 
material, the enclosure itself was a total loss. 
However, our greatest loss was that Stu Jr., one of our 
education opossums, escaped that night. All attempts 
to capture Stu in a live trap have been unsuccessful. 
We are planning to build a new facility soon that will 
hold three opossums and would appreciate any 
donation of funds or materials.  
 

Wildlife Rehabilitation 

M ost of you know that our mission is to provide a 
home for permanently injured wild animals and  

ncorporate them into environmental education 
programs. However, we assist the St. Francis Center in 
Richland County by rehabilitating a small number of 
animals. The busier we are at ONE, the fewer the 
number of animals that we can rehabilitate. Last year 
we admitted 38 orphaned, sick or injured wild animals 
for wildlife rehabilitation. The one that stands out 
most is the baby Eastern screech owl that came to us 
with torticollis (his head was upside down) after his 
nest tree was cut down. At first glance, I was sure that

he was amazingly healthy.  He ate and cast pellets in 
this position. Two days later I noticed that he was able 
to preen his feathers with his head upright though the 
head would immediately revert to the upside down 
position after preening. So it appeared that we had a 
ŎŀǎŜ ƻŦ άǿƻǳƭŘƴΩǘΣέ ƴƻǘ άŎƻǳƭŘƴΩǘΦέ ²Ŝ ŘŜŎƛŘŜŘ ǘƻ 
place his recovery cage in the 
proximity of our bird feeding 
station so that he could safely 
observe the wildlife activity in the 
ȅŀǊŘΣ ŀƴŘ ǿƘŜƴ ƘŜ ǿŀǎ άōƛǊŘ 
ǿŀǘŎƘƛƴƎΣέ ƘŜ ǿƻǳƭŘ ƘƻƭŘ Ƙƛǎ ƘŜŀŘ 
upright.  Soon he was able to hold 
his head fully upright, and we 
were able to release him in the 
fall.   
 
While we plan to continue to limit 
the number of animals that we 
admit for rehabilitation, we are 
available to our supporters and 
customers for advice on how and 
when to intervene on behalf of wild animals. If we 
cannot admit the animal, we will refer you to someone 
who can. At the time of writing this report, we have 
just released a Common loon back into the wild! 
 

Five Year Plan

needs: 1) more volunteers,  2) additional support staff, 
and 3) a facility which is open to the public.  
 

Part-Time Seasonal Naturalist 

I n keeping with the goals that we have set, we have 
taken a leap of faith and hired a part-time seasonal 

naturalist. Martha comes to us after eight years at the 
Ohio Historical Society where she served as an 
environmental, historic and museum interpreter. She 
has worked as an interpreter for the National Park 
Service, both at Cape Hatteras National Seashore and 
Everglades National Park, and is a former Columbus 
aŜǘǊƻ tŀǊƪǎ ǾƻƭǳƴǘŜŜǊΦ aŀǊǘƘŀΩǎ Ǉƻǎƛǘƛƻƴ ǿƛƭƭ Ǌǳƴ ŦǊƻƳ 
March through the end of August, and will help us get

New Programs & Animals 

W e obtained a few new animals this past year. 
One is Ishka Kit, our Red fox. Kit was found as a 

young fox in a barn by 
s o m e o n e  w h o , 
unfortunately, waited too 
long to contact us in order 
to reunite him with his 
parents. Consequently, he is 
too habituated to humans 
for release. We have named 
him Ishka to honor Kate Ashley of Redwood City, 
California, a very generous supporter of ONE this past

away. Kate tells us that Ishka is a phonetic spelling of

We also acquired two non-native Red rat snakes, Rusty 
and Ruby, to help ease the program schedule for 
Ebony, our Black rat snake. While we are aware that 
Red rat snakes are not found in Ohio, they are still an 
incredible tool in teaching the public of the benefits of 
snakes.

We also took 
two existing programs for adults - Those Bee-Utiful 
Bees and All my Garden Guests are Wild - and put 
them into a PowerPoint format. Thanks to my 
daughters Tara and Fallon for creating these 
PowerPoint programs!

Mrs. Van was 
fortunate to be included in an all-expenses-paid 
Astronomy from the Ground Up workshop last spring.
