As we told you in our last newsletter, the
Fred Lancia Aviary was completed in November.
In March, Mr. and Mrs. Van traveled to Castalia,
Ohio to bring home some birds from Back to the
Wild, an awesome wildlife rehabilitation and
education center. The founder and director, Mona
Rutger, showed us around her incredible facility.
While there, we “adopted” a permanently injured
male American Kestrel and an Eastern Screech
owl. The kestrel was born last year and, while a
fledgling, was caught by a cat. He suffered perma-
nent nerve damage, and came to us with “ruffled”
tail and wing feathers which seem to be restoring
during his molt. We have named him “Falco” since
he is a member of the falcon family.

We chose a red phased screech owl whose sex
has not yet been determined. Normally, size and
weight determine gender, but our screech owl is
of a size that could make it with a large male or
small female, so we plan to have its sex determined
through blood tests. With this in mind we have
named “it” Otis for Otis Asio the Eastern screech
owl’s scientific name. We’ll update you on gender
later. This bird was hit by a car, and unfortunately,
never recovered sufficiently to be deemed a releas-
able animal. Both birds have
adjusted well to their surroundings , have been
glove trained and are already been on numerous
programs.

New Programs
We have 2 new program topics to announce. One is
“Ohio’s Wildlife 200 Years Ago” in honor of Ohio’s
Bicentennial and “ Those Beautiful Bees” coming
in January 2003. We are adapting them for both
adults and children.
