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Volunteer Opportunities Descriptions

Feeding animals —preparing food , charting intake/output, this is completed late afternoon/early evening.
Filling water bowls/raking cages —this is completed at any time of day.

Weighinganimals—t hi s i s a task completed only by seasoned
Assisting with beak/talon maintenance-t hi s i s a task completed only by
Mouse bagging —placing donated euthanized rodents into bags for freezing. This task completed 4 times
per year.

Mouse Run —this task consists of driving to Portage, Michigan and picking up euthanized rodents. All
expenses paid including gas, tolls, and meals. Leave Ohio at 8:30 a.m. and arrive back at approximately
8:30 p.m. 4 times per year.

Conduct Env. Ed. Programs, Assist with Env. Ed. Programs —this area offers different levels of volunteer
opportunities. Some individuals are happy to assist program speakers by helping with crowd control, others
like to learn to be animal handlers during programs , while others want to go through the extensive training
program of learning to conduct programs solo.

Tend wildlife displays —greet the public at static displays, give information about organization and individual
animals. Training provided.

Conduct birthday parties / Assist with birthday parties — birthday parties are a good opportunity for
individuals who are good with children but may not have a vast knowledge of natural history. Parties consist
of leading predator/prey games and then showing education animals. Training provided.

Assist with training education animals —this is an opportunity offered to dedicated individuals who volunteer
regularly with animal care and/or education programs. Training provided.

Cage building, Cage maintenance, building projects (nesting boxes, etc) —this depends on the individuals
level of carpentry skills. Some may feel more comfortable assisting or being part of a work crew as opposed
to designing/building. Smaller projects/maintenance are available.

Holiday gift wrapping —wrap purchases at local bookstores for donations to ONE. 2-3 weeks leading up to
Christmas. 3-4 hour shifts available during days and evenings, weekends & week days.

Working concessions @ sporting events - serve food and drinks at Nationwide Arena events throughout the
year. Training mandatory through Nationwide Arena.

Grant research/Grant writing —research and write various grants, attend grant writing workshops.

Develop fundraising events —create and implement fundraising opportunities

Develop/maintain media contacts —keep current list of media contacts

Write press releases —create & send out press releases for upcoming ONE events and programs

Solicit monetary/in-kind donations —promote the organization by getting in-kind donations(cat & dog food,
printing services, etc) or by encouraging memberships, Adopt An Animal sponsorships , and other monetary
donations.

Promote membership & Adopt An Animal program —assist in creating campaigns to promote our supporting
membership and Adopt An Animal sponsorship programs.

Contact potential customers —help us to create our customer base by calling potential customers and
identifying individuals to send marketing packet to.
